In one part of the exhibition we also highlight the stories of the longest 
serving products in the range. For example, the KLIPPAN sofa, much-
loved for its kid-friendly design and changeable covers. We are invited in 
to people's homes around the world to see the ways they personalise and 
use their BILLY bookcases and KLIPPAN sofas.  
 
At the IKEA Museum you'll also find a Temporary Exhibition, which at 
the moment is focusing on life in an around the kitchen. Here, there is lots 
of space for imagining what life at home will look like in the future. This 
exhibition was first shown at the 2015 Milan Furniture Fair under the 
hashtag #IKEAtemporary. 
 
The IKEA Museum also has a restaurant and shop and even offers an 
educational programme. The IKEA Museum is housed in what was once 
the very first IKEA store in Älmhult, which opened in 1958.
